The Purchaser shall, within FIVE (5) working days after the date of the Letter of Acceptance,
attend the office of the Vendor’s solicitors bringing along his Identity Card (Hong
Kong/Macau/PRC) or Passport (not applicable to Hong Kong, Macau or PRC I.D. Card holder)
or (in case the Purchaser is a company) its Business Registration Certificate and the original of
this Preliminary Agreement (in this respect time shall be of the essence) to (a) sign the
Agreement in such form as approved by the Legal Advisory and Conveyancing Office of the
Lands Department (“LACO”) in respect of which none of the terms of the Agreement is
permitted to be altered in any way without prior written approval of LACO, (b) make further
payment in accordance with the payment terms, and (c) pay all stamp duty payable under this
Preliminary Agreement and the Agreement.
